Word order in sentences
The form of the words in the sentences cannot help us to understand
that their meanings are different. Only the order of the words tells us the
meaning. Word order is very important in English. Here are some basic
rules:
•
In statements, the subject always comes before the verb:
The dog bit the postman. (Subject - the dog, verb - bit, object - the
postman);
•
The object usually comes after the verb :
The King wears a crown. (Subject - the king, verb - wears, object - a
crown);
•
If there are two objects, the indirect object usually comes before
the direct object:
She told me a story. (Indirect object - me, direct object - story);
•
Adjectives used attributively comes before the nouns they qualify:
I saw a little clown with a funny nose;
